Must be in grades 5™ — 11" Grade

Have completed the 4™ Grade but have not graduated high school

Passing all classes or have earned and maintained a 3.0 GPA

Must commit to 12 months of service (i.e., March to March)

Demonstrate strong communication (written and verbal) and interpersonal skills
Exhibit leadership, initiative, dependability, discipline, and enthusiasm

Attend 'z day training (scheduled as in-person or virtual)

Participate in Relay's Annual Brunch and or other fundraising activities
Participate in 2 Relay sponsored/partnered events
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Student Ambassadors

Are positive

Excel at communicating with others

Provide excellent customer service

Have Relay values

Open to learning new things

Have a commitment to diversity and cultural pluralism
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Important Information: Relay does not provide transportation to and from events. It will be the
responsibility of the Student Ambassador parent/guardian to provide transportation. Relay
Board Members and partners will provide training. A Liability and waiver form will be provided
for all volunteer events when appropriate.

Student Ambassador Selection Process

All students will be required to submit applications for consideration. The following items are
requested for a complete application: Application, Video Introduction, and a Letter of
Recommendation. The selection committee will review students based on 5-8" Grade and 9-11™
Grade. Students who are selected will receive the benefits listed. If there are multiple
applications, we reserve the right to waitlist runner-ups if the chosen students are unable to
accept the opportunity to become a Relay Student Ambassador or dismissed from their role of an
ambassador due to not meeting the position's obligations. If for some reason, the student is
unable to complete the full year of service as required, Relay reserves the right to request prize
packages returned.

We encourage students' applications in their community, school, church, or other leadership
roles.
